This Adjourned Regular Meeting of the Santee City Council, the CDC Successor
Agency and the Santee Public Financing Authority was called to order by Vice

Resolution approving immediate repair of storm drain pipe on
Cambury Drive, transfer of funds, waiving the requirement for
competitive bidding and authorizing the City Manager to enter into a
contract to complete the necessary repairs to the storm drain pipe.

Principal Civil Engineer Schmitz provided a staff report utlizing a PowerPoint
presentation and answered Council’s questions.

ACTION: On motion of Council Member Minto, seconded by Council Member Hall, the
Resolution approving the emergency repair of the storm drain, waiving the requirement
for competitive bidding, transferring $80,000 of Gas Tax funds, and authorizing the City
Manager to enter into an agreement for the emergency work and repairs was adopted
with all voting aye, except Mayor Voepel who was absent.
