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ATTENTION:

Sewage is hazardous to both human, and environmental health. Sewage contains high
levels of bacteria and other pollutants such as solids and nutrients. Any sewage
discharge, blocked or backed up sewer lines that reach the storm water conveyance
system is a violation of federal, state and local laws. These laws apply to individuals,
businesses and public agencies.
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SANTEE, STORM WATER, AND SEWAGE

Many people in Santee mistakenly believe that storm drains are connected to Padre Dam’s
sanitary sewer system and that any wastewater dumped or spilled into an alley, street, or storm
drain is treated in a sewage treatment plant. However, Santee has two separate systems: one for
sewage (from sinks, tubs, toilets,) and one for storm water. So all materials spilled, dumped, or
washed into the street or storm drain ends up in the San Diego River, without treatment.
